NPLH : Heat Of The Moment
The episode opens in a park, present day London with MADELINE CHAMBERS and REBECCA CONSTANCE reading from her ancestor Gwendolyn’s diaries.

The action then fades into the year 1890 and 221B Baker Street where SHERLOCK HOLMES and MARY WATSON sit listening to MYCROFT HOLMES furiously explaining a security breach at a Military Protected facility, he goes on to explain that Russian Spies were caught breaking in and making off with some sensitive documents concerning plans of war. One broke outside and ends up captured; the other locked herself in the kitchen for over an hour. Eventually she too is arrested but the documents are seemingly no where to be found. 

Sherlock Holmes agrees to attempt an interrogation of the spies and see if he can find where they hid the documents. 

Sherlock sets off to the War office and meets GENERAL WINTERBOTTOM - a grizzly grey haired bearded one eyed general in charge of the building. Sherlock begins to doubt the Generals competence when he begins proposing an attack plan against the Russians using maps of London to illustrate the places he wants to send troops into. 

The General eventually begins to tell Holmes of the problems they face concerning the Russians. Should the documents not be recovered and the Russians escape with the secrets; they could be facing an impending war.

Sherlock interviews the two spies, one KLARA RESNICK  a blonde confident lady in her mid 20’s and TITANIA LARIN, a petite brown haired girl in her early 20’s with a nervous disposition who seemingly speaks no English.


Klara is cocky through out the entire interview and proclaims they just happened to be lost in the fog of London and accidently found themselves within the office, she knows with out the documents there is little evidence to keep them held for long.

Sherlock goes over the items they were found with including a pen, sweets, tobacco tin, letters, and a membership card to the Science Society University Of London. Klara remarks she is a learned woman and that is the only reason for having this. 

Meanwhile after an unsuccessful search of the grounds Mary Watson and Mycroft find themselves in the kitchens of the building, Mary notices a loose top on a flour bin and upon examination finds the documents that had been lifted from inside the War room’s office.

Returning to the interview Sherlock questions Klara as to why she has a burn mark on her wrist but is pulled from the room by an excited Winterbottom. He tells Sherlock of the discovery much to Sherlock’s confusion; he can not believe it could all have been this simple. 

With the case seemingly cleared up the Holmes brothers and Mary return to 221B where Mary begins to gloat over her solving of the case much to Holmes chagrin. MRS HUDSON enters with a plate of cakes and apologizes to Mycroft for how small this batch are, she remarks that the oven keeps heating up too much and makes them shrink. 

This sentence seemingly strikes a chord with Holmes who shouts out what a fool he has been and rushes back to the War office demanding Winterbottom allows him to interview the spies one last time. 

Klara is less than pleased to see Holmes back again but Holmes is surprisingly jovial and at ease with her, he offers her a pipe and explains that as she is going to be returned to her county in exchange for a British spy she should have a celebratory smoke. He pushes her Tobacco tin towards her much to Klara’s concern. 

Klara pushes it back away saying she is giving up. Sherlock responds by dumping the entire contents of the tin upside down scattering ash and paper fragments.

He then proceeds to explain that when she was first discovered with the documents she bolted herself in the kitchens, she took this time to copy out the information from the documents onto pieces of paper. She then placed these papers within the oven accidently burning herself in the process. She then hid the originals within the flour bin knowing that this would be an obvious place they would be found. She then simply waited for the ovens to shrink the papers to a greatly reduced format.


She then took the burnt shrunk bits of paper and placed them in her tobacco tin under the tobacco itself, to the human eye they would appear to be burnt scraps of paper lining the tin.
Klara denies these claims and calls Sherlock crazy and that no body could read these as the writing is too small, Sherlock points out that this would not be case if they were too look at it under a microscope - hence her fascination with them at the society.

Klara realises that the game is up and congratulates Holmes for his deductions; Holmes thanks her for providing him with such an interesting case.

Klara scoffs at his thanks and bitterly retorts that he is lucky to have a choice as she never had one, and his thanks will mean nothing once they are hanging by the neck which she knows will be her fate once Sherlock presents the evidence of her attempt to take the plans out of the country. 

Sherlock remarks that he never mentioned anything about showing the copied documents to anyone. He then proceeds to tear them apart into even smaller pieces and pockets the evidence much to the Russians surprise. 

He then picks up Titanias un posted letters to her mother and exclaims that he is going to post them. 
A shocked Titania manages to utter a surprised thank you in broken English as he exits the room.
