NPLH: REIGN WILL FALL
The episode opens with BRADERICK THEOBALD and MADELINE CHAMBERS receiving the news from a corrupt council official that there is nothing on SHERLOCK HOLMES and DOCTOR WATSON with the council records, so there is no information she can give her. As a result Madeline begins plotting a new plan to try and find more about Holmes.

One week later, the headmistress of The Bruce Stock Academy MISS REBECCA CONSTANCE visits later Holmes and Watson. She tells Holmes that there has been a theft at the school from the safe and is convinced it is one of her staff. She does not want the attention of a police investigation. Holmes agrees to look into the case and heads off to the school with Watson and Miss Constance.

With Holmes and Watson out of the way, Madeline and Braderick attend his house to see MISS BLAKE. They portray themselves as a Magazine Editor and Photographer for Hello magazine and convince her with the rising popularity of Sherlock Holmes they want to do on article with her on what its like to live and work with him. Thrilled by the prospect of being in a celebrity magazine Miss Blake agrees and begins telling them everything she knows about Sherlock Holmes. 

Meanwhile back at the school Holmes begins his investigation with an examination of the Staff Room and interviewing MISS KATRINA BLISS the nervous teary Librarian and the slightly dense but affable PE Teacher TRISTAN QUICK. 

It does not take long for Holmes to form a conclusion but he refuses to tell Watson what it is and tells a puzzled Miss Constance he knows who it is but would like her and her teaching staff to attend his home so he can reveal the truth. 

Meanwhile Madeline receives a text message  that Holmes is coming back, in a panic she so wraps up her interview with Miss Blake and leaves before he returns. 

When Holmes returns to his home with the staff he promises to reveal the thief, he then extracts a large envelope from the coat pocket of the stunned Mr Quick. Watson examines the contents and finds a large sum of money contained within. 

Mr Quick furiously denies he had anything to do with it and becomes aggressive, Holmes decides that the tempers of everyone need cooling down and orders them outside to the garden where the rain is coming down. After a short while, much to their confusion he orders them all to come back in again announcing it was not Mr Quick after all. 

Once inside he pulls away the coat Miss Constance was clutching and a very large envelope tumbles out. Watson looks at the contents finds it contains thousands in cash.
Holmes then begins detailing all the clues and deductions that led to him knowing she framed Mr Quick. Most notably is the fact since the morning. Despite the times they were in the rain, she never wore her coat, only carried it. She knew she couldn’t keep the money at school or her home and this allowed her to conceal it from sight better than if she were to have been wearing it. 

Holmes informs Miss Constance he will keep to the original agreement that the Police don’t need to know but only if she resigns from her post as headmistress and leaves immediately.

Meanwhile, back at the dungeon Madeline is gloating over her plan when she receives a phone call from a disgruntled Miss Constance. It becomes apparent that the entire theft was orchestrated to get Holmes out of the house and allow Madeline time to interview Miss Blake. 

Madeline tells Miss Constance not to worry about her job loss as once Sherlock Holmes is out of the way they will be able to embark on an uninterrupted crime spree and Miss Constance will not regret joining - The Red Headed League.
