NPLH : DAWN OF THE RED
The episode opens with MADELINE CHAMBERS and REBECCA CONSTANCE at a funeral. Both appear to be sad as they stand over the grave. No name is mentioned but the conversation indicates that the funeral was for RHL member Braderick Theobald who has died from eating hair dye. 

This sadness quickly turns to boredom though and Rebecca asks if they can leave. Madeline agrees they have been there long enough and so both head back to the Red Headed leagues lair. 

Back at Madeline’s dungeon Rebecca begins to detail the information she has found out about SHERLOCK HOLMES and DOCTOR WATSON.

She details her research has led to a Victorian magazine known as “The Strand” which reportedly tells stories of a detective Sherlock Holmes and a Doctor Watson. Rebecca believes that the duo they know to be as Holmes and Watson have lifted their identities directly from these magazines to hide a darker past history. 

Rebecca has also traced that copies exist, the nearest one being in the Library archives of her former school “The Bruce Stock Academy”. And if they could only get hold of some, they would be able to confront Sherlock Holmes with the evidence and force him to confess the truth. 

To infiltrate the schools library, Madeline hatches a plan to dress up as French teachers, and apply for vacant positions within the Bruce Stock Academy. Their disguises fool Librarian and assistant Head teacher MISS KATRINA BLISS into giving them an interview and a tour of the school.

Meanwhile at the home of Holmes and Watson: Holmes finds himself reluctantly agreeing to a case of searching for MISS BLAKE’s best friend MICHELLE RIVERS lost ring. He is particularly upset, as  he has invented what he believes is a new poison gas element and wanted to spend the day testing it on flies.

Holmes day goes from bad to worse; as they search the alleyway behind the school they find themselves accosted by a very grumpy gun ho Police Constable PC CRAWFORD. Crawford does not believes Holmes and Watsons story of looking for a ring and thinks that they are lurking near the school for more sinister reasons. 

Back at the School, Rebecca finds her way into the cellar archives to hunt for the magazine while Madeline keeps Miss Bliss distracted in the main library. Madeline makes a mistake though and inadvertently sends Miss Bliss into the cellar to look for a book she has requested. 

Miss Bliss stumbles upon Rebecca in the cellar moments after she has found the box of magazines. Unable to come up with a good excuse for why she is in the cellar Rebecca jams an empty box upon her head and escapes with Madeline. 

Meanwhile Holmes and Watson have found themselves being subject to a name check by Crawford, instead of being no trace as Holmes suspects the call centre officer informs Crawford that there is a marker on both of them and he should de-arrest them and leave them alone. 

A shamed PC Crawford does so and informs them they are free to go, he then returns the jar of gas he took from Holmes during a search but inadvertently drops it causing it to smash and encase them all in a cloud of it. 


The gas causes a reaction to the ring that is lying nearby and makes it spark; Watson catches a glimpse of this through the cloud and retrieves the ring. 

Returning to the dungeon and having now opened the box of magazine, Madeline is less than pleased to discover the magazines have been ruined by flood damage. In her frustration she stumbles over an antique pot belonging to her ancestors and so demands Rebecca throw it out. 

As Rebecca prepares to do so she finds two ancient journals in the bottom of the pot, one belonging to Professor James Moriarty and the other to Gwendolyn Chambers. As she thumbs the entries all dated from the 19th century she comes across reference after reference after reference to Sherlock Holmes and Doctor Watson. 

Suddenly out of the diary falls an aged newspaper article from 1895. To her shock she see’s a photograph of Sherlock Holmes and Doctor Watson plastered onto the front with the headline “Doctor and Detective Duo Still Missing.” 

She rushes out of the room with the diaries calling for Madeline.
