NPLH :  Once Upon A Time Synopsis  
(Series 4 Ep 2) Original Release Oct 27th 2013
The episode opens in 221b Baker Street with Holmes latest client Miss Anne Westlake calling upon him to request his help for upon a case. 

.Miss Westlake explains a little of her back history and how she inherited partial ownership of the Westlake and Bramley bakery from her now deceased father. The other half is owned by the former partner Mr Bramley. 
She explains all was fine until the past week where every single day a young man has approached her in the orchards to challenge her to a game. In the game she has to guess his name in three attempts, failure to do so correctly means that this man gets her entire day’s pickings, should she succeed he will pay her 100 pounds. Miss Westlake willingly agrees to the challenge but proceeds day after day to lose. Realising the business will fail if this keeps on she decides to seek Holmes help as is concerned the man will not leave her alone otherwise.

Holmes landlady Mrs Hudson notes the tale is not unlike Rumplestiltskin much to Holmes annoyance as he see’s fairy tales as fanciful nonsense. Never the less Holmes agrees to the case and orders Miss Westlake to carry on as normal and he will find out the mans name before the day is out.

Holmes attends the house of the other owner Mr Bramley and engages in conversation with him. Throughout the course of the conversation Mr Bramley makes mention of his religious tendencies and Holmes notes he becomes somewhat terse upon being asked if he has ever seen the man who keeps stealing the fruit baskets. Mr Bramley dismisses this as a fantasy tale and Miss Westlake is a lazy girl who has made the tale up to avoid work. Holmes thanks him for his time but before leaving asks him his first name which turns out is Gilbert.
Meanwhile Miss Westlake has once again been approached by the mystery man who has demanded she play again, Miss Westlake reluctantly makes two further failed attempts but before she is able to give a third Mr. Holmes appears asking if he can join in the game. 
Much to his disbelief Holmes proceeds to explain to the man he has figured out his name and that he is disappointed given the mans name is connected to a religious prophet, that he lacked the ability of foresight to this event. 
Holmes names the man as “Ezekiel Bramley” the son of Gilbert much to Ezekiel’s fury. Holmes then proceeds to explain his deductions which led to it.  Holmes recalls seeing apples in the study of Gilbert Bramley alongside being offered fresh apple pie by Gilbert. He notes that neither of these should have been possible if the fruit had been stolen every day of the past week, therefore Mr Gilbert Bramley had to be in on it too so it had to be someone close to him. He also recalls a book he saw in the study entitled “An Anthology Of Folklore” by one Ezekiel Bramley. 

Given the mystery mans obvious affiliation to Gilbert, the connection to fairy tales and most notably his Rumplestiltskin inspired ruse it would make sense that Ezekiel was the name of the perpetrator behind them. Holmes explains they cooked up the plan to upset Miss Westlake so much she would be forced to sell her shares giving Mr Gilbert Bramley total control of the company. 

Ezekiel cracks and confesses his crimes and that it was all his fathers idea and he never wanted to be part of it, he has no interest in the life of a baker or businessman and story writing is where his heart lies. Holmes takes pity on the young man and instructs him to follow him and Miss Westlake to Gilbert where they would work out the best solution. 

The episode ends with Holmes celebrating the success of the day with Mrs Hudson over tea at Baker Street.  He explains Mr Gilbert Bramley was so afraid of the scandal he agreed to give 20 per cent of his shares to Miss Westlake giving her majority control of the company and leaving Mr Ezekiel Bramley free to pursue his career in story writing further.
