NPLH: THE TWO FOLD BOND

The episode opens with MADELINE CHAMBERS running down an alleyway clutching a large black bag. Police Sirens are wailing in the distance. As she runs she takes a call on her phone confirming she has successfully pulled off the bank raid 


Moments later SHERLOCK HOLMES and a female Baker Street Irregular turn up to confront her and attempt to take back the bag but a confrontation ensues resulting in Madeline taking Holmes sword off him and stabbing him in the chest. She then flees leaving Holmes laying dying in the alleyway.

Holmes pulls through and is put on pain medication by DOCTOR WATSON, he is warned about the excessive dosage but  promptly ignores it and takes as many as he feels like. He soon enough feels well enough to take a visit from a new client - MISS ISABELLE KENSINGTON.


Miss Kensington’s problem revolves around her missing fiancé who disappeared upon her wedding day. She explains that her step father is an accountant to her mother’s theatre supplies company. He is a controlling man just 2 years older than she is and how she could only see her fiancé Issac when he was away on business trips. She also tells Holmes she would write to him at a P.O Box and never knew or visited his home address. Due to her naivety with Men she did not find this odd

Holmes agrees to take on the case and asks for the letters that were sent to her by Issac. With the bundle she also leaves a letter from her stepfather telling her about her business trip and when he would be away.

After an unsuccessful search for clues by the Church, Holmes returns home to mull over the case But as his chest wound grows increasingly painful he proceeds to take another excessive dosage of the painkillers resulting in him falling into a deep sleep.


During this sleep he suffers a hallucination. In this he see’s MRS HUDSON and INSPECTOR LESTRADE appear to him in the present day. During this visitation trip he confesses the problems he is having with the current case and asks Inspector Lestrade for his opinion. Lestrade is clueless but does point out a smudge he thinks look like a duck. 

This causes Holmes to re-examine all the letters again and see they all contain the same smudge. Both the ones from Issac and the ones Miss Kensington’s step father.

Returning from his hallucination an excited Holmes summons MISS BLAKE to write a letter to Miss Kensington’s step father DESMOND DEVON requesting he come and see Holmes. 

3 days later a reply comes through and Mr Devon attends Holmes house. Mr Devon is at first apologetic to Holmes that his stepdaughter is bothering him for a man who obviously cant be found and he will ensure she will not trouble him again. Holmes however informs Mr Devon he has already found him and in fact he is here in this room. 

Holmes produces the letters from Issac, the letters from Mr Devon to Miss Kensington and the letter he sent to Holmes to reply. He points out all of them contain the same smudges in the same place. Holmes points out this would be very unlikely to occur on separate printers and therefore all must come from the same source.
Holmes begins to unravel more clues that lead to the conclusion there no Isaac Roden, only Mr Devon in disguise. 
He planned the entire thing in a bid to break her heart and so she would never marry, leaving the trust fund that Miss Kensington’s real father left her to never be released. This would allow him to continue to unethically draw more funds from it.

Mr Devon confesses it is all true but there is nothing he has done wrong in the eyes of the law, Holmes agrees but points out that Mr Devon deserves a whipping none the less, and although its not his duty to his client to do so, he feels obliged to administer one anyway. 

As he stands and turns to fetch his cane spooked Mr Devon to scampers and runs away from the house in a panic much to Holmes amusement.
